4. Agenda item # 27 - Event sanction applications will include: 

·  One screen sanction summary will be shown on overhead projector which will show approved jurors, Safety 
officer and rule approval as supplied by the Subcommittees.  

·  If more detail is requested, the sanction application checklist will be shown on the screen.   
5. Countries wishing to make an official presentation can do so after all the sanction information for that event has been 

presented by EDS and before the plenary vote.  Each presentation must NOT be longer than 10 minutes.  Please 
let the Secretary know what you will need for your presentation. 

6. Since there are a number of bids being submitted for events to be voted on this year, especially the Gordon Bennett 
race, the lobby area will be available to set up displays promoting sanction applications.   Displays may be set up on 
Saturday morning and viewed during coffee and lunch breaks.
